Welcome to the Spring edition of the Haddon Hall newsletter! Its 
that time of year when the weather gets warmer and there is an  

increase in activities in the community and surrounding area. 

 

We have had some delays recently in the master plan construction 
due to much needed rain and the unanticipated additional fill dirt 
needed for the new parking area.  But the main construction is still 
on schedule to complete before the beginning of the pool season. 
Look for current updates and pictures of the construction on the 
website and updated notice boards at the entrances for a grand  

opening celebration. 

 

In addition to the master plan updates this spring, we are looking at 
making major improvements to the front lake to improve the  

appearance and control erosion on the bank near the walking trails. 
Thanks to additional funding from the Golders Green community 
you should see these changes happening soon. Again during this time 
of construction, please be careful in this area and abide by the safety 
notices posted. 

 

The change in season also means that we are getting closer to pool 
season! With that brings another exciting year for our young  

Hammerheads to begin another season as well Tennis programs to 
start anew. Look inside the newsletter for start dates and times and 
organizational meetings planned for all these great activities. The 
social committee has also planned some great events for the rest of 
the year. Please try to attend one of these events to meet and greet 
your neighbors. 

 

As I stated in the last newsletter, the appearance of the community is 
the responsibility of all members of the community. Recently a large 
number of homeowners were sent letters stating they were in  

violation of Article 8, section 4 of the covenants as their garbage 
bin(s) were visible on their lot. The intent of the letter was to bring 
attention to homeowners who continuously leave their garbage bins 
in plain sight of the street either by placing them in front of their 
garage, on the side of their house with no attempt at screening such 
that it is visible from the front of their home or leaving them at the 
curb a day or more after normal trash pickup by the Town.  

Unfortunately, this has become a more common approach to garbage 
bin placement and as such the board requested HRW to reinforce 
this covenant. Other issues that we are looking to address over the 
coming months are the conditions and improvement of lawns and 
lawn maintenance since the recent easing of the water restrictions, 
mailbox appearances, on street parking, and screening of AC units to 
name a few. 

The covenants of a homeowners association are only as good as how 
homeowners apply them and the level of enforcement applied by the 

association. It is incumbent on all of us to read and understand the 
covenants of the community so that we can maintain the level of 
adherence to the covenants we have come to expect and appreciate 
from everyone. The board has tried to apply the appropriate level of 
enforcement so as to allow homeowners an understanding that the 
restrictive covenants need to be followed.  Adherence to the  

covenants by homeowners is imperative while  

allowing homeowners to maintain their home as they see fit within 
the confines of the covenants. However, the board has noticed  

recently that the adherence to the covenants by some individual 
homeowners has decreased to the point where it has caused an  

increase in the number of complaints from association members as 
well as visitors to our neighborhood. 

 

The Board must act in the best interest of the Association and  

address these issues. Our goal is to maintain the standard of quality 
that we all have come to expect from Haddon Hall.  As with any 
issue that faces our community association, the association Board is 
at your disposal.  Issues are regularly addressed at the monthly HOA 
Meetings, which are held on the second Tuesday of each month or 
feel free to contact any member of the Board.  Contact information 
for Board members can be found on our community website 
(www.haddonhall.org). 

 

The last update I have for this issue is regarding our street signs. The 
town has decided recently to replace the street signs in our neighbor-
hood along with several other neighborhoods in town to provide 
improved readability for town emergency responders and the police 
and fire departments. I donôt have a date when this will occur but 
you should see town maintenance workers through the neighbor-
hood later this year replacing the signs with the standard green and 
reflective signs.

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RECREATION UPDATE 
Recreation Committee        
Recreation Committee meetings are at 6:45 PM, at the Clubhouse just prior to the Board Meetings.  The big question is will the pool 

be open for summer?  Yes, we are planning for the pool to be open the full pool season.  Our friends at Carolina Pool Management are 
standing ready to get the deck and pool cleaned up and ready as soon as we get the underground work done in the construction area 

and the power back on to the Club House and Pump Room.  In the mean time we are lining up our spring projects: back up pump for 
the pool, rebuilding the filters to improve water clarity and finishing out our furniture refurbishment project. 

 

2008 is looking to build on the success of 2007.  You have no doubt seen the increased activity around the Social Commit-
tee, which feeds right in more utilization of the Recreation Areas.  With spring here and summer coming we also want to 
be sure we all have a copy of the Pool Rules.  These rules will be on the website and posted at the pool.  Again this year 
please remember the rules are set by the Haddon Hall Board to enhance the safety and pool experience of our neighbors.  
The Lifeguard Team and each of us as Haddon Hall Neighbors are responsible to enforce and abide by the rules.  If you 
have an issue with one of the rules please bring it to the attention of the Board or Recreation Committee during the next 
board meeting. 

 

POOL 
HOURS 

The pool will again be open 7 days per week.  We are targeting May 3rd through September 14th.   

General Hours are 8:00 AM through 8:30 PM.  Lifeguards will be present 4:30 to 8:30 during the week and 10-8:30 PM on 
weekends during Traditional School, and from open to close during the Traditional Summer Season.  This is due to the 
fact that many of our lifeguards are in school.  Please note, when there are no guards present all children must be accompa-
nied by an adult.  All rules, privileges and potential for discipline apply during these hours.  AM hours during the Tradi-
tional School year require a volunteer to open the pool for the At Your Own Risk Swim Hours. 

 

When the security cameras are in place you will be able to see if the pool is open or closed via the web cam!  Once we have 
the dates and times confirmed for the Haddon Hall Hammer Headsô practices and home swim meets we will post them to 
the website.  They will also be posted at both entrances on meet days.   

 

GENERAL FACILITY RULES  
In case of emergency dial 9-1-1 on the phone located outside the clubhouse near the showers. 

No running, pushing or horseplay is permitted in the pool area.  

No skates, skateboards, skate shoes, scooters, or bicycles are permitted in the recreation area.       
No animals are permitted in the gated pool area. (Exception for specially trained service      animals) 

Loitering or playing in the bathrooms, showers or parking area will not be permitted.  

No glass bottles or objects in the pool area at any time.  

No weapons of any kind are permitted in any HHOA common areas.  

All personal belongings and litter should be removed from the premises or properly discarded upon exiting the area. 

All members and their guests using the HHOA facilities must conduct themselves in a courteous manner to ensure the 
safety of all.  

No abusive language, profanity or disruptive behavior will be tolerated.  
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The HHOA is not responsible for the loss, theft, or damage to personal property of members or their guests.  

 

GENERAL POOL RULES 
For the safety and increased pleasure of our homeowners, children under the age 14 will be tested by the lifeguards for 

access to the diving area. 
The test will include the ability to tread water for 30 seconds and the ability to swim one length of the pool without a 

swim aid. 
Each child that passes the test will be issued an identifying band and they will have full access to the pool (The replace-

ment cost for a band is $1). 
With parental supervision a child may still use the total facility. 
 

LIFEGUARDS ARE PRESENT TO PROTECT THE SAFETY OF ALL OF OUR COMMUNITY MEMBERS 
AND NOT TO ACT AS A BABYSITTER FOR THE CHILDREN UNDER 12. 

Please shower before entering the pool. 
No one with any known or suspected contagious disease, skin lesion, open wound, or bandages is allowed in the pool. 
Children, who are not toilet trained, must wear plastic or nylon diaper covers. Swim diapers are not allowed without 

a diaper cover, as the swim diapers will not contain fecal matter. Plastic diaper covers will be available for a fee. Disposable 
diapers alone are not allowed in the pool. 

If an orange cone is seen atop the lifeguard stand this means the pool has been closed due to some type of contamina-
tion.  Signs will also be posted at the entrance to the pool enclosure. 

Flotation devices or appropriate recreation pool toys (e.g. sponge ball) may be used during non-crowded hours and 
their usage should be discontinued immediately if instructed by a lifeguard. 

Pool Managers and lifeguards have the authority of the HHOA to close the pool early in the event of severe weather, as 
defined by the National Weather Service. 

For your safety, evacuate the pool and the pool deck during any severe weather or as directed by the lifeguard staff. 
By law, members may re-enter the pool thirty minutes after the last clap of thunder is heard or when informed it is safe 

by a lifeguard. 
Please limit the use of the lap lane to lap swimmers only. 
For your safety and that of your neighbors, there is to be NO diving, flips, or stunts from the sides of the pool. 
Pool Managers and lifeguards have the authority of the HHOA to discipline swimmers and any and all other persons 

within the facility within their best judgment and sole discretion consistent with the published and posted rules and safety 
standards established by the HHOA. Anyone creating or who has the potential to create an unwanted situation may be 
ejected from the pool area. 

Minors asked to leave the premises will not be allowed to return until a parent speaks with the lifeguard or a member 
of the board of directors of the HHOA. 

Lifeguards will have a set break time reserved for swimmers over 16 years of age or small children held by an adult. 
The Haddon Hall Swim team was started in 2004 and we ask that you give them the lanes assigned to them for their 

afternoon practices and root them on to a good season. 
Please stay off of the pool deck when the pool is closed. 

Some Does and Donôts 
Diving Board: No goggles or floatation devices 

Diving Well: No floatation devices 

If children do not have swim bands, parents can attend their children using the boards by sitting on the side of the 
diving well 

During called break periods parents may enter the water with ñchildren in armsò 
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At the discretion of the HHOA Board, failure to comply with these stated rules could result in the loss or suspension of area privileges. 

 

The Pool Management Company has the authority to enforce HHOA policies but not to change them.  Owners wishing to change policies 
should address them during Board Meetings. 

 

 

POOL BANDS  

For the safety and increased pleasure of our homeowners, children under the age 14 will be tested by the lifeguards 
for access to the diving area. 

The test will include the ability to tread water for 30 seconds and the ability to swim one length of the pool without 
a swim aid. 

Each child that passes the test will be issued an identifying band and they will have full access to the pool. 
Children who forget their bands will require supervision. 

Children without a band will only be allowed full access to the pool with direct parental supervision.  Parents may attend 
these children by sitting on the side of the diving well. 
 
Investment 

Association dues cover the first band for each child. 
Homeownerôs guests may be tested while they are visiting and loaned a band for the time of the visit. 
The replacement cost for a band is $1. 

With parental supervision a child may still use the total facility. 
 

KEY FOBS 

For 2008 Haddon Hall again be using Key Fob Access.  Each residence address will be given a key fob. 
This system will reduce the need for picture ID Cards, reduce non-member access and will increase our ability to 

determine pool use. 
If you do not yet have your Key Fob, you can obtain temporary entrance to the pool from a lifeguard by: 

Bringing proof of residency ï electric bill, copy of lease, etc. 
A photo ID  

All association dues and assessments must be up to date to obtain a key fob. 

If there is problem at the pool the Key Fob will be deactivated by HHOA and access denied until the issue is cleared up.  
At that time the Recreation Committee Chairmen or a Board Member will authorize reactivating the card. 

 

RULES: POOL MEMBER/GUEST POLICY  
The pool is for the exclusive use of HHOA members, their caregivers, and their guests. No one will be permitted to use 

HHOA facilities without an approved HHOA pool pass except at the discretion of the on duty lifeguard staff. 

Children under the age of 12 are not permitted in the pool area without proper parent/caregiver supervision.  

A nanny, babysitter, or otherwise defined caregiver, providing care or supervision at the pool, must be at least 
14 years of age. It is the homeowner/parent's responsibility to inform the caregiver of the rules and regula-
tions and their responsibilities while at the pool with the child(ren). It is the parents' responsibility to see 
that the caregiver is capable of providing care to the child(ren) while in and around the pool.  

Guests are not permitted to remain at the pool without the homeowner with whom they came.  

During peak times, lifeguards have the option to limit access of non-Haddon Hall residents. 

 

Under the HHOA Clubhouse Rental Agreement, clubhouse rental guests may use the pool during normal operating   
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hours with the HHOA member present. Refer to the Clubhouse Rental Agreement for specific pool accessibility  

guidelines. 
 

CLUBHOUSE 
The Clubhouse will be available for rental once the construction work is complete.  Below are a few of the most commonly 
asked questions regarding the clubhouse facility. 

 

How do we reserve the Facility, specifically where do we mail the check?  The new reservation form and checklist posted on 
the web gives the details and includes the address to mail the check. 

 

How do we operate the stereo equipment?  The instructions to operate the TV, stereo and XBOX are posted inside of the 
cabinet.  All items run through the receiver.  It must be on to make the other things work. 

 

Does use of the Clubhouse include swimming for my guests?  Swimming is not automatically included in the Clubhouse 
rental.  A separate swim party agreement must be filled out with the Pool Management Company prior to a swim party.  
The renter is required to do this in order to account for the additional lifeguards required when non Haddon Hall resi-
dents will be swimming in this large of a number.  A fee for this service applies and is payable to the Pool Management 
Company.  This information is now detailed on Clubhouse rental form located on the web.  Swimming is never allowed 
after pool hours.  

 

How do we check out?  The checkout forms are included as the final page of the reservation form and are also posted under the sink in 
the clubhouse.  You can use the button on the side of the door to re-lock it when you are done if you finish before your rental time.  

The board member on duty for that week should be contacted to complete the walk through. 

 

SWIM TEAM 
The challenge to manage the team has been accepted; keep an eye open for further development. 

 

KEY FOBS 
How do we gain access to the amenities?  Entrance to the pool, clubhouse and tennis courts continues to be via the key 
fobs that you have received.  Additional fobs have been made available to homeowners at about $10.00 per fob.  Each fam-
ily will be limited to two. 

 

RECREATION AREAS 
Will the updates include more things and more security?  Yes and yes.  Looking at the construction you will see a lot of dirt being 
moved around.  This is to allow for a full court basketball court, expanded play areas and some gathering points.  We will be protecting 
these new areas and the existing areas by installing security cameras capable of recording the area 24/7. 

 

Why do the lights sometimes not go on in the evening?  The lights can only be turned on after dark.  They stay on for 2 hours and turn 
off automatically at the prescribed time.  They are re-settable at any time during the two-hour period.  This allows for extended playing 
time while ensuring we do not washout the directly adjacent homes with nightlights.  The reason they sometimes do not come on is 
that the timer is an old fashion torque timer.  When we have a power outage it gets out of sink and thus blocks the lights from coming 
on.   

Long term we plan to convert this system to an electronic one with a battery back up so it will stay on the proper time.   
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At present the lights should be available anytime between 4:00 PM and midnight.  If they are not working please let us know. 

 

Why are the windscreens sometimes flapping in the wind?  The windscreens are attached with breakaway fasteners at the bottom.  If 
the wind blows hard the fasteners will break and prevent the windscreens from tearing.   

 

REMINDERS:  If the lights are on and turn off due to the timer they will require about 30 minutes of rest to cool before they can be 
restarted.  With the investment in new tennis equipment in place it is very important that we remind each other that skateboarding, 
bicycling, scootering, rollerblading, hockey, etc. are not allowed on the tennis courts! 

 

TENNIS CLUB and CLINICS 
Who organizes the tennis courts?  Everyone has seen the players and instructors in action.  Dean Caccamo 
(deanstennis@yahoo.com/919.244.5869) Haddon Hallôs own USPTA Certified Tennis Pro, continues to provide lessons for adults and 
youth alike.  Sign up and try it out.  See the sign-up notices in the newsletter and on the bulletin board.  Do we have a neighbor who would 
like to run a tennis ladder or help maintain the courts? 

 

NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH  

Over the past few of months several of our neighbors have been active in coordinating a Neighborhood Watch.  The first three steps 
have been completed and the Apex Police Department is participating.  At this point we are still in need of volunteers to captain the 

various areas to make this fully work. 

 

The Apex Police Department does not encourage interference when activities are seen but reporting the activity to them.  What 
they do want us to focus on is to know our neighbors and report when things are outside of the norm. 

 

The Police Department is planning to attend our next Board Meeting to update us on the progress of neighborhood watches in our 
area.

At the Board Meeting the Apex Police reminded us that,  
"if people are caught on pool deck when pool is closed, Wake County can close pool for the season."  
 
The point is, please communicate with your families that if they are the cause of the pool being closed  
for the season this will be public knowledge and that could make for a long summer.

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 Keeping Your Home Operating Efficiently 
Here are some tips to keep your home operating efficiently.  It is a good idea to have your contractor check these items if you are not 
familiar with them. 

Check thermostat settings to ensure the heating and cooling system turns on and off at the programmed temperatures., tighten all electrical connec-
tions and measure voltage and current on motors. Faulty electrical connections can cause unsafe operation of your system and 

reduce the life of major components. Also, lubricate all moving parts. Parts that lack lubrication cause friction in motors and increase the amount of 
electricity you use. It can also cause equipment to wear out more quickly, requiring more frequent repairs or replacements. 

Check and inspect the condensate drain in your central air conditioner, 

furnace and/or heat pump (when in cooling mode). If plugged, the drain can cause water damage in the house, affect indoor humidity levels, and 
breed bacteria and mold. 

Check system controls to ensure proper and safe operation. Check the starting cycle of the equipment to assure the system starts, operates, 

and shuts off properly. 

Inspect, clean, or change air filter in your central air conditioner, furnace, and/or heat pump. Your contractor can show you how to do this your-
self. Depending on your system, your filter may be found in the duct system versus the heating and cooling equipment itself. A dirty filter causes 

energy costs to be greater than they should be and can damage your equipment causing failures.
